ESTABLISHING THE EKOREAN SERVICE MEDAL

By virtue of the authority vested in
me as President of the United States
‘and as.Commander in Chief of the armed
forces of the United States, it 1s ordered
as follows:

1. There 1s hereby established the
Eorean Service Medal, with suitable ap-
purtznances, for award, under such reg-
ulations as the Secretaries of the Army,
Navy, and Awr Force may severally pre-
scribe, and subject to the prownsions of
this order, to members of the armed
forces of the United States who during
any period befween June 27, 1950, inclu-
sive, and a termnal date to be fized by
the Secretary of Defense shall have
served within the area or areas of mili-
tary operations in the Eorean theater,

2. The regulations prescribed by the
Secretanes of the Army, Navy, and Air
Force pursuant to paragraph 1 hereof
shall be uniform so far as practicable
and shall be approved by the Secretary
of Defense.

3 e term “Eorean theater” asused
1n paragraph 1 hereof, shall be defined
in the regulations prescribed pursuant
to the said paragraph.

4, No person shall be entitled to more
than one award of the Eorean Service
Medal.

5. The Korean Service Medal may be
awarded posthumously,
