FORMULA: RANGE MISSION IX

Takeoff, climb on course with intermediate power to altitude for best
cruise and cruise at maximum range speed and altitude until the fuel
allotted for the mission has been consumed. Range free fuel allowances
are the same as Radius Mission VI.

FORMULA: RANGE MISSION X

Same as Range Mission IX. The external fuel tanks (and pylons) are
jettisoned in pairs in an outboard-to-inboard sequence as they are emp-
tied.
